School and Community

Blythewood High School opened August 2005.   The school is located in a rapidly growing small town with many suburban characteristics, surrounded by a rural attendance zone. The school is located near the corridor of I-77 in Columbia that includes several industries such as CSC, Koyo, and Bose Corporation in our attendance zone. The rapidly growing school district attracts many families to the areas because of its reputation for excellence.  The current enrollment is 1920 ranging in grades 9 thru 12.   There were 471 graduates in the Class of 2019.  The school serves a socio-economically diverse student body with the following racial makeup: African-American - 50 % Caucasian- 48-% Other-2%.
The philosophy of Blythewood High School is that based on Breaking Ranks II, Strategies for Leading High School reform published in 2004 by the National Association of Secondary School Principals.  We are a High School that Work site.  Our goal is to prepare all students for careers in the new millennium.  We currently offer 13 Career Clusters to provide a curriculum that is challenging and relevant.   The school is organized into four houses or small learning communities to allow more personalization, and to prove a “Safety net” for our students assuring that there is a caring adult for every child.  The house concept creates a collaborative environment that fosters learning and sharing of best practices.  :  Blythewood By Design, Emerging Technologies, Future Vision, and Global Society.  The smaller learning communities allows for more personalization.  Each house has an administrator, a lead teacher, and school counselor. 
Accreditation

Blythewood High School is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.
Organization of the School
Blythewood High School is on a modular schedule.  A combination of classes, taught for 90 and 45 minutes for a semester or year, allows students to take a broad variety of courses.  Students may earn eight credits per school year.  At Blythewood High School, curriculum is organized by eleven major clusters of studies and based on “High School That Work”.   The clusters of studies are educational pathways that allow students to smoothly transition from high school to post secondary education, military and/or into the workplace.  With the assistance of guidance counselors, parents and students create an Individual Graduation Plan during their freshman year.  These plans help students learn, develop, and explore their career interests as they make educational choices.  Students are encouraged to take a minimum of four required electives in one of the eleven career cluster areas.
